Guidelines:

· Must use reputable and validated sources only (not teacher’s personal webpages)
· 8 sources required, 1 must be in print (APA only), 2 from sources not listed above.
· Text used IN PRESENTATION from outside sources must have a reference letter or #.
· Presentation must be 4 minutes long and set to music
· Slides may transition between 5 and 7 seconds (you may exceed that if the slide warrants it)

· Must use automated PowerPoint presentation with a mixture of pictures, graphs, clip art, and text.  Text should be approximately 1/3 of your presentation.  

· File provided to instructor for posting on Vista (You must bring the file to class on a flash drive or CDR, copying it from your “M” drive doesn’t work.  Keep the PPT and music file in the same folder).   
· Last slide must be references (not included in 4 minute requirement)
· Provide the instructor with a sheet of references BEFORE starting
