Curriculum Process in PE

General Provisions:

· Eliminate the directions for each step and identifying information such as step number, school and grade, group members, etc.  DO include the title of each step and substeps directly followed by the information.  For example, step 1 will begin with “Contextual Characteristics” followed by these headings and so on: Name, Community Data, Conclusions...  

· Begin each step on a separate page and only when appropriate, major substeps on separate pages. 
· Number every page except the title page (you may hand number the print copy)

· Use the same font, font size for body text, and format throughout (bullets, headings, etc) 

· To hand in:

· Three-ring binder of all printed materials (do not encase each section in a plastic organizer or sleeve)
· Email attachment of the curriculum as ONE file sent from a CCSU email account

1. Title Page – School, district, grade level, effective date
2. Contributors – Names and position

3. Table of Contents – Consider each step a separate section.  You may have several subsections under each section.  Include page numbers.  For example:

5. Mission and Philosophy Statement (step 2)

6. Instructional Model (step 3) – Complete the substeps for two of the models utilized at your grade level. 

7. Goals and Objectives (step 4)

8. Organizational Framework (step 5) – There are several substeps:

a. Calculating Available Instructional Time (5a)
b. Selecting Units of Instruction (5b, secondary only)

c. Raking Units of Instruction (5c, secondary only)

d. Instructional  (5d)
e. Scope and Sequence (5e)
9. Student Assessment (step 6) 
10. Technology (step 7)
11. Program and Teacher Evaluation and Improvement (step 8)
12. Extra Curricular PE and Community Connections (step 9)
13. Resources (step 10)
