Step 6 – Student Assessment

Assessments:


Assessing student learning is absolutely critical in physical education.  The benefits of assessment are almost innumerable: improved student focus, less off-task behavior, identification of student strengths and weaknesses, inform teaching and curricular change (cycle of instruction), determine entry skill level, determine student grades, identify achievement of state standards, communicate with parents, and of course demonstrate learning which helps JUSTIFY PE.  Teachers who do not assess properly DAMAGE the field of physical education for themselves and other teachers.  


Physical educators should avoid grading students based upon participation and effort and instead, base grades upon learning.  There are essentially two ways to organize a comprehensive series of assessments.  You can organize them by the state standards (recommended) or by the three primary domains of learning (psychomotor, cognitive, and affective).  The former approach is preferential because it is aligned with the standards, the whole focus of this curriculum.  As physical educators, anything that is taught should also be assessed.  If not, what kind of message is being sent?  


Below create a statement on assessment (100-250 words) indicating your school’s beliefs regarding assessment.  Second, indicate the “weight” assigned to each standard or assessment.  Then create the following assessments.  Each assessment must begin on a separate page.

· One Standard 9 Assessment (psychomotor) – Create an assessment for one of the content areas (fly fishing for example).  However, this assessment should act as template from which assessments for other content areas can be easily created.

· Do not exactly duplicate the one from class however you may use it as a template.  
· One Standard 10 Assessment (cognitive) – This assessment should be specific to the 5th ranked content area from step 5c.  Create questions at various levels of Bloom’s Taxonomy while also addressing concepts, principles, strategies and tactics.  The assessment should be at least one full page.

· Elementary groups – Create two more simplistic assessments (one for movement education and one for skill themes)

· You may not duplicate materials posted on wikiPE or from class

· One Standard 11 Assessment (psychomotor) – Create an assessment to measure how effectively students participate regularly in physical activity

· One Standard 12 Assessment (psychomotor) – This standard is typically measured through fitness testing.  Create an instrument for recording student scores and write a narrative for how the results will be incorporated into student grades.    

· One standard 13 & 14 Assessment (Affective) – You may utilize any of the assessments from class verbatim.
