· Be prepared so you don’t “fumble” through it

· To turn in: 
· Outline of your presentation including two or three APA references (one outline per partner)
· If unsure of APA, research it on the net (Don’t use MLA)
· Go after the issue!  Have some fun.

Possible Face-Off Topics:

· Competition focused vs. cooperation focused PE

· Single-sex PE vs. coed classes

· Exemptions in PE vs. none
· Grade on participation & effort vs. measured learning in the three domains

· Fitnessgram vs. Presidential Fitness Test

· Abstinence only sexual education vs. comprehensive sexual education
· Inclusion vs. pull-out instruction for special needs students in PE

· Teaching parenting/values in health education vs. no way (that’s the parents job)
· What should the focus of middle and high school PE be: elective, lifetime activities, traditional team sport, fitness, adventure, social/personal development, movement education 
· Homework in physical education vs. none

· PE attire: no changing, dress code, or uniform (pick two of three)
