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“6307. Misrepresentation of age to secure liquor or malt or brewed beverages

(a) Offense defined – A person is guilty of a summary offense for a first violation and a misdemeanor of the third degree for an subsequent violations if he, being under the age of 21 years, knowingly and falsely represents himself to be 21 years of age or older to any licensed dealer, distributor or other person, for the purpose of procuring or having furnished to him, any liquor or malt or brewed beverage.

(b) Minimum penalty – In addition to any other penalty imposed pursuant to section 6310.4 (relating to restriction of operating privileges) or this title or other statue, a person who is convicted of violating subsection (a) may be sentence to pay a fine of not more the $00 for a subsequent violations.  No court shall have the authority to suspend any sentence as defined in this section.”
Other sections: (c), (d), (1), (2)

“6308. Purchase, consumption, possession or transportation of liquor or malt or brewed beverages

(a) Offense defined – A person commits a summary offense if he, being less than 21 years of age, attempts to purchase, purchases, consumes, possesses or knowingly and intentionally transports any liquor or malt or brewed beverages, as defined in section 6310.6 (relating to definitions).  For the purposes of this section, it shall not be a defense that the liquor or malt or brewed beverage was consumed in a jurisdiction other than the jurisdiction where the citation for underage drinking was issued.

(b) Penalty – In addition to the penalty imposed pursuant to section 6310.4 (relating to restriction of operating privileges), a person convicted of violating subsection (a) may be sentence to pay a fine of not more than $500 for the second and each subsequent violation.”

“(d) Notification – the police department making an arrest for a suspected violation of subsection (a) shall so notify the parents or guardian of the minor charged.  
“6309. Representing that minor is of age
(a) Offense defined – a person is guilty of a misdemeanor of the third degree if he knowingly, willfully, and falsely represents to any licensed dealer, or other person, any minor to be of full age, for the purpose of inducing any such licensed dealer or other person, to sell or furnish any liquor or malt or brewed beverages, as defined in section 6310.6 (relating to definitions), to the minor.”

Other section: (b)

“6310. Inducement of minors to buy liquor or mal or brewed beverages

(a) Offense defined – A person is guilty of a misdemeanor of the third degree if he hires or requests or induces any minor to purchase, or offer to purchase, liquor or malt or brewed beverages, as defined in section 6310.6 (relating to definitions), from a duly licensed dealer for any purpose.”

Other section: (b)

“6310.1. Selling or furnishing liquor or malt or brewed beverages to minors

(a) Offense defined – Except as provided in subsection (b), a person commits a misdemeanor of the third degree if he intentionally and knowingly furnishes, or purchases with the intent to sell or furnish, any liquor or malt or brewed beverages to a person who is less than 21 years of age.
(b) Exceptions – The provisions of this section shall not apply to any religious service or ceremony which may be conducted in a private home or a place of worship where the amount of wine served does not exceed the amount reasonably, customarily and traditionally required as an integral part of the service or ceremony.”

“6310.2. Manufacture or sale of false identification card
(a) Offense defined – a person commits a misdemeanor of the second degree if he intentionally, knowingly or recklessly manufactures, makes, alters, sells or attempts to sell an identification card falsely represent the identity, birth date or age of another.”

“6310.3. Carrying a false identification card
(a) Offense defined – A person commits a summary offense for a first violation and a misdemeanor of the third degree for any subsequent violation if he, being under 21 years of age, possesses and identification card falsely identifying that person by name, age, date of birth, or photograph as being 21 years of age or older or obtains or attempts to obtain liquor or malt or brewed beverages by using the identification card of another or by using a identification card that has not been lawfully issued to or in the name of that person who possesses the card.”

“(e) Notification – The police department making an arrest for a suspected violation of subsection (a) shall so notify the parents or guardians of the minor charged.”

Definitions

Operating Privileges – typically driving a car

Degrees – variations in the severity of the offense in a category (lower degrees are more serious, i.e. first degree v. second degree)
