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The following checkiist is offered as a shorthand method of assessing an activity plan
and bringing the most critical components into focus.

15. Have rules of conduct been established, explained, and rigidly enforced?
18. Has there been careful consideration of the matter of participant readiness, to in-
clude pre-screening, ability grouping etc.?
17. Do the participants and their parents understand insofar as is reasonable, the risks
. inherent in the activity and the concomitant safety procsdures?
18. Within the reasonabie limits of their individual capabilities, do the participants
recognize and accept responsibility for their own safety?
19. Has careful consideration been given to possibie activity adaptations to increase
safety?
20. Has consideration been given to the question of appropriate footwear, clothing,
equipment, and safety equipment?
21. Are there reguiarly scheduled inspection and maintenance procedures for all equip-
ment and facilities? .
22. Are the resuits of inspections and completed maintenance procedures recorded and
maintained?
23. Has careful attention been given to the following environmental conditions:
a. Approgriate playing surface?
b. Sufficient buffer zones around playing area?
c. Elimination of potholes?
d. Removal of obstacles?
e. Slippery surface conditions?
f. Sufficient quantity of equipment?
24. Does ail equipment meet or exceed appropriate safety standards?
25, Has consideration been given to spactator safety and pedestrian traffic in the con-
test area?
26. Have equipment and fleid modifications besn considered in light of participant
needs? e.g. scaled down, reduced fiight, or lighter weight equipment; shorter fieids.
